Daniel Schulz, 22 Oriole Avenue, applicant on behalf of 6060137 Manitoba Inc. was present at the hearing and provided a brief presentation.  The project is the same foot print as the previous application.  Due to economic reason they did not proceed with the project in 2013.  They plan to proceed with the project in two phases.  Phase one will be at the back of the property with a two storey 5 plex.  Phase two will consist of a commercial building fronting Main Street and a two storey 8 plex attached.  A fence will be constructed to provide privacy.  He indicated that he had made an effort to contact the neighbors.  Mr. Schultz was prepared to answer questions of Council.

Paula Enns, 44 Sunrise Bay, was present at the hearing.  She provided that she was pleased that Mr. Schulz had contacted her and listened to her concerns.  She asked if she would be allowed to set up privacy structures in her yard.  It was provided that she contact the building inspection department in regards to her questions.

Trudy Graham, 239 Kroeker Avenue, was present at the hearing and had questions regarding the set back of the building to property line, water drainage, and the Main Street access to the property.  She was pleased that there would be no piles driven in the ground.
