Purpose:  To allow a multi-family residential development within the “C1” Commercial 
Neighbourhood zone. 

12.1 Troy Warkentin, City Manager introduced Conditional Use CU-2025-05 and reported 
that notices pursuant to The Planning Act had been completed. 

12.2 The applicant, Waldo Neustaedter, 32 Brandt Street, was present at the public hearing 
and presented the following information:  

- With the location of the property, applying for the variances and conditional use will 
allow the project to keep the neighbourhood feeling.   

- Removing the commercial component of the buildings will create an excellent buffer 
between the commercial district to the east and the residential community to the west.   

- One proposed building will be three stories, and the other proposed building will be five 
stories, with the building having main floor heated indoor parking and four stories of residential. 

- Both buildings will have a neighbourhood friendly curb appeal, taking advantage of the 
towering pine trees on the lot.   They will be designed in a style which could be considered adult 
condo lifestyle without the cost of ownership or condo fees, and will include areas of green space. 
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- There are adequate parking stalls on site, and he has spoken to Lacey Gaudet, City 
Planner, and Aaron Rach, City Engineer to discuss required siteworks, drainage system and 
sewage capacity. 

- Mr. Neustaedter provided three letters of support for the project from the owners of 222 
First Street, 61 Brandt Street and 195 First Street, stating they are aware of the nature of the project 
and do not oppose or dispute the construction. 

12.3 Ryan Penner, 185 First Street, was present at the public hearing voicing questions and 
concerns including: 

- if the property is treated as a residential property for property tax purposes 
- had a traffic impact study be done as there is a potential traffic flow impact as William 

Avenue is a glorified single lane in poor condition.   
- the section of First Street is not in good condition.   
- would sewer and water upgrades and size of the development and number of units added.  

Water has been upgraded on occasion when there have been breakdowns, and to his knowledge 
sewer has never been upgraded.  Sewage usage could be double with infrastructure dating back to 
the 1960’s.   

12.4 Troy Warkentin, City Manager, confirmed there is a plan to upgrade the underground 
services along First Street, however there is currently no specific date.  It is on the city’s long-term 
capital plan to be completed within the next five years and will be a renewal project similar to 
what was previously completed on Kroeker Avenue.  This would be contingent on timing and 
funding available.  There was no traffic impact study required for this application.  The city’s 
infrastructure system which presently exists is adequate to service the proposed development. 

12.5 Ryan Penner, 185 First Street, returned to the podium and inquired whether the city would 
consider making William a one way to facilitate truck traffic from Main to First Street. 

12.6 Mr. Warkentin clarified that First Street is designated as a collector street under the city’s 
Official Community Plan and collector streets provide connections between local streets and the 
arterial street system.  Private access to collector streets should be restricted where possible.   
Two-lane collector streets like First Street are generally designed to carry traffic volumes between 
1,000 & 4,000 vehicles per day. 

12.7 Joel Ginter, 226 First Street was present at the public hearing with concerns of parking 
impacts and stormwater coming off the site as First Street tends to flood.

City Manager Report 

CU-2025-06  - 31 Loewen Blvd.

The application for Conditional Use under file CU-2025-06 seeks Council approval to permit a multi unit 
residential use on the subject property whereas Zoning Bylaw 2100 requires a conditional use approval for 
a multi-unit residential use in the C3 – Commercial Corridor Zone.  The proposal seeks to create 33 new 
residential units and over 10,300 s.f. of commercial space.  

There are several precedents on file of City Council approvals to permit a multi-unit residential 
development in commercial zoning.  It does not appear that there would be any negative impacts 
resulting from the approval of this application.

It is recommended that Council approve the application under file CU-2025-06 subject to a development 
agreement.

Location

Current Designation and Zoning
The property is currently designated Commercial in the Official Community Plan.
The property is currently zoned ‘C3’ Commercial Corridor

The Commercial Corridor (C3) district is intended primarily for uses that provide commercial goods and 
services to residents of the broad community and beyond; in areas that are dependent on automobile access and 
exposed to heavy automobile traffic, but no including regional shopping malls or regional shopping areas. These 
commercial uses are subject to frequent view by the public and visitors to Steinbach, and should provide an 
attractive appearance with landscaping, sufficient parking, and controlled traffic movement. C3 districts generally 
located on arterial streets and/or at arterial/ arterial intersections.

Comments/Recommendations
The application is to permit a mixed-use commercial/multi-family development in the ‘C3’ Commercial Corridor 
Zone, as per Zoning By-Law 2100, multi-family is a conditional use.

Proposed Development Details
Number of buildings-1
Number of stories-4 stories
Total number of residential units-33 dwelling units

The subject property previously contained a single-detached dwelling and located within the ‘C3’ Commercial 
Corridor Zone. The surrounding land uses include a commercial business to the west, an existing residential 
dwelling to the east, commercial development extending further along Loewen Boulevard, and industrial uses to 
the north.

The application proposes the development of a four-storey mixed-use building consisting of commercial units on 
the main floor and residential units on the upper floors. This form of development is consistent with the intent of 
the ‘C3’ Commercial Corridor Zone, which is to accommodate a range of commercial uses while encouraging 
more intensive development along major corridors.

The City has experienced a sustained demand for multi-family housing in recent years, and the introduction of 
additional residential units will help address housing needs and contribute to the provision of more affordable 
housing options for residents. Locating residential units in proximity to commercial and employment areas 
supports efficient land use and aligns with broader growth management objectives.

The site benefits from existing pedestrian infrastructure, including sidewalks along Loewen Boulevard and PTH 
52 West, which provide residents with safe and convenient access to nearby services and amenities within the 
city. Given the predominantly commercial and industrial context of the surrounding area, the proposed mixed-use 
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development represents an appropriate transition while maintaining compatibility with adjacent uses.

Small-scale commercial spaces continue to be in demand within the city, particularly in areas close to downtown. 
The proposed mixed-use development will support the continued expansion of commercial activity along Loewen 
Boulevard. Incorporating residential units above the commercial space allows for a more efficient use of 
serviced land while helping to support and sustain the viability of the ground-floor commercial uses.

It is recommended that that conditional use application be approved subject to a development agreement, and any 
new information presented at the public hearing.

169(3) A copy of the notice of hearing

(a) must be sent at least 14 days before the hearing to every owner of property located within 100 metres of the

(ii) facing each public road adjacent to the property, and

(iii) not more than 1 metre inside the boundary lines of the property; and

V-2025-38 – 31 Loewen Blvd

The application for Variance under file V-2025-38 seeks Council approval to permit a west side yard 
setback of 5 feet where Steinbach Zoning By-Law 2100 requires a minimum side yard setback of 15 feet in 
the C3 – Commercial Corridor Zone.

The property previously contained a single unit residential structure, which has been removed.  The 
applicant intends to develop a multi-storey mixed-use structure on the site with the main floor to be used 
for commercial purposes.  

The abutting property on the west side of the subject currently contains a commercial use.  The proposed 
concept plan shows a balcony projection on the west side yard of 20 inches.  If the variance is approved 
as requested, this would result in portions of the proposed structure being built within just over 3 feet of 
the west side lot line.  If approved, the reduced side yard setback would also need to be considered to 
ensure that the required lot grading and site drainage plan functions properly.  A drive aisle width 
reduction could be considered as an optional way to reducing the side yard variance as has been 
requested.  

It is not known if the reduced side yard setback would affect the current or future plans of the abutting 
property and if Council feels the requested side yard variance is too significant, it could consider a 
reduction, or denial, pending further input to be provided at the public hearing.
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If Council is satisfied that any site and neighborhood concerns are addressed, Council may approve the 
application under file V-2025-35 with any approval recommended to be subject to a development 
agreement.

The property is currently designated Commercial in the Official Community Plan.

The Commercial Corridor (C3) district is intended primarily for uses that provide commercial goods and 
services to residents of the broad community and beyond; in areas that are dependent on automobile access and 
exposed to heavy automobile traffic, but no including regional shopping malls or regional shopping areas. These 
commercial uses are subject to frequent view by the public and visitors to Steinbach, and should provide an 
attractive appearance with landscaping, sufficient parking, and controlled traffic movement. C3 districts generally 
located on arterial streets and/or at arterial/ arterial intersections.

Comments/Recommendations
The application seeks a variance to permit a west side yard setback of five feet, whereas the ‘C3’ Commercial 
Corridor Zone requires a minimum side yard setback of 15 feet.

The applicant proposes to construct a five-storey mixed-use building consisting of commercial units on the main 
floor and four storeys of residential units above. The variance would allow the building to be located five feet 
from the west property line, rather than the required 15 feet.

The subject property previously contained a single detached dwelling, which has since been removed. The 
abutting property to the west is developed with a commercial use, while the property to the east contains an 
existing single-family dwelling. Approval of the requested five-foot setback, together with permitted balcony 
projections, would result in portions of the building being located as close as three and a half  feet from the west 
property line. By comparison, the ‘RHD’ Residential High Density Zone requires a minimum side yard setback of 
20 feet for residential development. Given that the proposed building exceeds ‘RMD’ Residential Medium 
Density height standards, those setback provisions are not applicable in this instance.

The proposed site plan complies with all applicable zoning bylaw requirements with the exception of the west 
side yard setback. The size of the subject property is sufficient to accommodate all required setbacks.

Council must consider whether the requested variance is warranted and whether its approval could establish an 
undesirable precedent for future higher-density developments. Should Council choose to approve the variance, it 
is recommended that approval be subject to a development agreement.

City Manager Report 

Steinbach Zoning By-Law 2245

Pursuant to direction from City Council and the approval of funding in 2023, administration has completed an update along with 
the City's consultants of Steinbach Zoning By-Law 2100.  The City reviews its land use policies within its Zoning By-Law every 
five years to coincide with the legislated review required for its Official Community Plan.

City Council considered and commented on several drafts of this document during the review and amendment process.  Several 
opportunities for public engagement and input were also incorporated into this review.

A full version of By-Law 2245 is also attached.

After the City’s public hearing regarding By-Law 2245 was completed, objections registered by the neighboring RM of 
Hanover, RM of La Broquerie, and the RM of Ste Anne to the bylaw prompted a further requirement that a public hearing be 
held by the Manitoba Municipal Board.  This was completed on October 1, 2025.  The Manitoba Municipal Board has issued 
its Order No. B-25-010 dated November 28, 2025 in response to the hearing, which confirms By-Law 2245 as presented.

As a result of the Municipal Board report approving the bylaw as presented, administration recommends that City Council give 
Steinbach Zoning By-Law 2245 third reading. Giving By-law 2245 third reading also repeals current Zoning By- 
Law 2100. 
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City Planner Report 

Zoning By-Law 2245
Over the last two years administration has been in the process of updating and making changes to the City of Steinbach Zoning 
By-Law. The amendments were introduced to Council at the Strategic Priorities Committee November 2024. An Open House 
was held in January 2025 to receive information and comments from the public and to answer questions regarding the proposed 
changes.

Following the public hearing held in April 2025, objections were received from the municipalities of Hanover, 
La Broquerie, and Ste. Anne, resulting in a Municipal Board hearing. The Municipal Board has since issued its 
recommendation, with no changes required, thereby authorizing the City to proceed with third reading and 
adoption of Zoning By-Law No. 2245.

The new Zoning By-Law introduces several changes that will impact development and require additional steps for 
certain projects. It should be noted that these amendments are the result of recurring situations encountered over 
time. The intent of the policy changes is not to create unnecessary barriers to development, but rather to ensure 
consistency and establish a level playing field for all development applications.

Accordingly, it is recommended that Council give third reading to Zoning By-Law No. 2245 and repeal Zoning 
By-Law No. 2100.

   Industrial multiplex-Conditional Use in M1, M2, M-MX   
   Solar energy generating systems-Permitted Use in all zones attached to principal building
   Detached secondary suites-Conditional Use in DR1, DR2, RR-S, RR
   
Emergency residential shelter-Conditional Use in R-MX, C1, C2, C3, C4, C-MX, EIUnder current Zoning By-Law 2100, 
Emergency residential shelter is listed as a definition but is not shown as a use under Table 4-1 Use Table.
As part of the review process and based on current trends in the city it made the most sense to add the definition as its own use 
within the Use Table.

In the Central Business District (CBD) POD, reduce required parking by 1/3 for all uses and exempt new uses in existing 
buildings from minimum parking requirements.
   Permitted muti-unit dwellings with commercial uses on the ground floor as a permitted use in the CBD POD.
   Removed the commercial component requirement on the main floor for multi-use buildings located in the Transitional POD.
   Updated and simplified required yards in the ‘C4’ Commercial Highway Zone.
   Added a maximum floor area for accessory buildings in the ‘DR1’ Development Reserve 1 and ‘DR2’ Development Reserve 
2 Zones.

Event Centre from Transitional POD to CBD POD and from C1 to C2
K.R. Barkman Park: removed from CBD POD
Cleaned up existing lots that are split zoned
Ensure that all mapping changes reflect all re-zoning applications
Reduced the CBD and Transitional POD on the east and south side of Main Street

Proposed Revisions
There are two proposed revisions suggested to By-Law 2245 that are not currently shown in the draft:
    Revise ‘Personal Services’ to be a conditional use in the ‘M1’ Light Industrial Zone and ‘M-MX’ Industrial Mixed Use Zone 
whereas currently they are listed as a Permitted Use; and
   Add ‘Body Modification’ as a conditional use in the ‘M1’ Light Industrial Zone and ‘M-MX’ Industrial Mixed Use whereas 39



currently it is listed as not permitted.

The industrial parks within the city have seen substantial growth and expansion over the last 10 years. The city is continuing to 
create additional industrial lots to keep up with the demand. And while we are seeing continued industrial growth, there is also 
growth with uses that are on the commercial spectrum. The intent of the industrial park is to encourage industrial uses to locate 
as they are limited to the areas of the city in which they are permitted to locate. While other uses can take occupy space within 
the ‘M1’ Light Industrial Zone it should be a matter of discretion. Presently retail sales is a conditional use within the ‘M1’ zone 
while ‘Personal Services’ are a permitted use. Personal services are defined as:

“means establishments that provide services to the general public, and in which any retail sale of merchandise 
associated with the service provided is incidental to the provision of services, but not including a ‘body modification’. 
‘cheque-cashing facility’, ‘funeral chapel, mortuary or crematorium’, ‘medical/dental/optical/counselling clinic’ or 
‘adult service or entertainment establishment”. 

The intent of the change is not limit the uses that locate within the ‘M1’ Light Industrial Zone, the reason for the change is to 
ensure that any non-industrial uses are locating in proper locations and all bylaws are being followed. This follows along the 
same idea as making Industrial Multi-Unit a conditional use within the ‘M1’ Zone.
Similar to ‘Personal Services’, ‘Body Modification’ which is currently not permitted in any industrial zone, administration is 
proposing to add it as a conditional use in both the ‘M1’ Light Industrial and ‘M-MX’ Industrial Mixed Use Zone to allow 
consistency with other uses that are currently permitted or conditionally permitted in the ‘M1’ Light Industrial Zone.

It is recognized that the spaces within the industrial parks are a more affordable option for smaller business operations and offer 
various size options that are not readily available within the commercial zones in the city. And while we do not want to 
discourage commercial growth of any kind within the city, it should be at the discretion of the city where specific businesses are 
permitted to locate.
