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THAT the Corporation shall deposit said taxes with the Bank as collected in a special
account as collateral security for payment of the amount so borrowed and interest, but the Bank
shall not be restricted to the said taxes for payment of the sum borrowed hereunder, nor shall it be
bound to wait for repayment of said sum until said taxes are collected, or be required to see that
they are deposited or applied as aforesaid.

THAT the amount so borrowed and interest shall be payable within the current fiscal
year.

THAT the Mayor and one of the following the City Manager or the Senior Manager,
Finance are hereby authorized to give to the said Bank in the name, on behalf of and under the seal
of the Corporation as security for the moneys so borrowed, and interest thereon, a covenant or
agreement containing a clause that all taxes levied or to be levied by the Corporation for the present
year be and they are thereby pledged, hypothecated, mortgaged, transferred and assigned to the
Bank as security for said loan and interest thereon and are charged as a first charge with repayment
of such loan and interest, or a clause to like effect; and that said taxes shall be deposited forthwith
on being collected in the Bank to the credit of the Corporation in a special account as collateral
security for said advance.

SD 4451-2025-9173 Sincerus (GP) Ltd — Rosebrook & Pacific

The application for subdivision under file Subdivision 4451-2025-9173 seeks to subdivide the existing
parcels of land on Rosebrook Trail and Pacific Bay into 41 residential lots. The subject properties are
designated Residential Policy Area under the City’s Official Community Plan and are zoned RSF —
Residential Single Family with a pending application to rezone the proposed new parcels into a mix of RLD
— Residential Low Density and RMD — Residential Medium Density.

The application also seeks to open a further portion of Pacific Bay as provided in the attached schedules.
The public hearing for this matter is required due to the proposed opening of the new segment of public
road.

It is recommended that Council approve the application under file Subdivision 4451-2025-9173 subject to
the execution of a development agreement and Council approving third reading to Rezoning By-law 2268.

The zoning of
the property is presently ‘RSF’ Residential Single Family in the City of Steinbach Zoning By-Law 2100 but
in the process of being re-zoned to “RLD’ Residential Low Density and ‘RMD’ Residential Medium
Density.

Comments/Recommendation
The proposal for subdivision is the latest phase of a multi-phase residential development that began in
2012. The previous phase created larger blocks as well as the opening of Pacific Bay and the extension



of Rosebrook Trail with the future intent that the properties would be further subdivided as part of an
additional phase. The land is currently all zoned ‘RSF’ Residential Single Family, however that is now
being re-zoned to accommodate two family and multi-family lots as well as single-family.

While the public rights-of-way for this phase were opened as part of the previous phase, the developer
has revised the plan, as such a portion of Pacific Bay along the southern portion will have to be opened
as part of this phase.

This proposal will allow for various housing types including single-family, two-family dwellings as well as
multi-family dwellings. Allowing for a mixture of housing types is important to ensure there are a variety of
housing types for various price points which will allow more people to live within the area.

Over the last ten years the west side of Mckenzie Avenue has seen most of the residential development in
the city. This area is one of the few remaining areas of the city with large land masses available to create
multiple lots. The proposed lots appear to meet the minimum requirements as set out in the City of
Steinbach Zoning By-Law 2100, however that will be confirmed when final plans have been submitted to
the city for review.

It is recommended that SD 4451-2025-9173 be approved subject to a development agreement and By-
Law 2268 be given third reading.

The Subdivision Application Map isin line with the Conceptual Plan for this Phase of the Parkhill
Subdivision which has been approved.

Property Access
Each of the proposed lots would have access to the new streets from individual approaches.
Water Servicing

Each of the proposed lots would require a minimum 25mm water service from a City water main. The
Developer would be responsible for all costs associated with the installation of the new water services.

Sewer Servicing

Each of the proposed lots would be serviced with a minimum 6” sewer service from the City sewer main.
The Developer would be responsible for all costs associated with the installation of the new minimum
150mm sewer services.

Land Drainage

The Developer would be responsible to ensure that drainage, in the immediate area of these lots, functions
properly. Engineered lot grading and servicing plans will have to be approved for this development.

Garbage Pickup

These lots would all receive regular residential garbage collection.

Proposal to:
Subdivide the existing titles to create 41 lots for a mix of residential uses as phase 2 of the Parkhill
development. The proposal consists of 11 single-family, 11 duplex, 15 four-plex, and 4 five-plex lots.

Of the six titles provided with the application, four of them (CT 3154173/1, 3154174/1, 3154175/1, and
3154177/1) are for the four existing lots created from subdivision 4451-19-8250. The other two titles (CT
3318284/1 and 3318326/1) are for the public reserve and roads, respectively.

Development Plan:

The subject property is dually located within a designated Residential Policy Area pursuant to the City of
Steinbach Official Community Plan By-law No. 2244. Relevant policies are contained within Section 5.1
of the OCP which reads, in part, as follows:

5.1 Residential Area
Objectives: a) To ensure the logical and orderly expansion of new residential areas, providing an
adequate supply of residentially designated land.
c) To ensure affordability and encourage an array of housing types to accommodate
people of varying demographics, socio-economic backgrounds, and life stages.
Policies:
5.1.2.1 A range of housing types and densities are permitted in the Residential Policy Area from single-detached
dwellings to multi-unit dwellings (including apartment buildings).
5.1.2.2 New residential development shall be contiguous with existing development. The City will not support
proposals for piecemeal, lot-by-lot development or leap-frog development that would result in the
isolation of existing residential uses and inefficient utilization of municipal services.
5.1.2.8 Buildings containing three or more dwelling units in the Residential Policy Area are encouraged to locate
on the periphery of lower-density residential areas and/or along collector or arterial streets.
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5.1.2.6 Priority should be given to the development of lands already serviced with trunk services.

4.4 Groundwater, Drainage, Hazard lands, and Environment

Intent: Protection of groundwater and ensuring sustainable drainage and stormwater management practices are
increasingly important as the City continues to rapidly develop.

4.4.2.2 Any new development must control its post-development run off so that its contribution to the City’s land
drainage system is not greater than its predevelopment condition, as verified by a drainage plan completed
by a professional engineer.

4.4.2.5 Drainage plans for undeveloped areas shall be required prior to development and shall be completed by a
qualified engineer licensed to practice in Manitoba. Where development may increase storm flows into the
provincial highway drainage system, the applicable provincial authority will be consulted. Permission from
Manitoba Transportation and Infrastructure is required to drain any water into the highway 20 drainage
system. The cost of any required drainage improvements shall be the responsibility of the developer.

4.1 Land Development
Policies:
4.1.2.3 Where large undeveloped areas or partially developed areas are being proposed for development, a
concept plan may be required prior to development.
4.1.2.4 Concept plans shall be submitted to the City for approval and provide the following information:
a) Schematic layout of future roadways (including a hierarchy of streets), with provisions for
integration in a safe and efficient manner with other existing and anticipated roadways in the
area, and in conformance with accepted engineering standards;

b) Schematic arrangement of building lots, with lot sizes that are appropriate for the nature of the
anticipated development;

c) Conceptual layout of buildings and landscaping;

e) Conceptual location of any active transportation pathways, with provisions for integration in a
safe and efficient manner with other existing and anticipated pathways in the area;

h) Where applicable, an engineering review of the impact of the proposed development on existing

services (including water supply, wastewater collection, storm water drainage, and
transportation systems), and a general evaluation of the capacity of these services to
accommodate the proposed development.
4.1.2.6 Applicants may be required to undertake and submit special studies or plans as part of the approval
process for certain development proposals, if deemed necessary by the Designated Officer or Council.
Examples of studies or plans that the City may require include:

a) Infrastructure/capacity assessments.

b) Geotechnical analysis, environmental assessment and impact analysis;
c) Transportation assessments and impact analysis;

d) Landscape and drainage plans;

e) Active transportation network plans and sidewalks; and

1) Building and site design information.

Further Information:

The subject property consists of phase 2 of the Parkhill development and was previously
subdivided under file No. 4451-19-8250 and is located West of parkland Drive and North of
McKenzie Avenue.

The subject land is currently vacant and cleared/flat.

Access to the proposed lots will be via two proposed public roads onto Parkland Drive. The
southernmost proposed public road will not connect to Parkland Drive and will instead be a cul-
de-sac to service proposed lots 27 and 28.

All proposed lots will be serviced by municipal water and sewer. Curb and gutter drainage is
proposed.

Surrounding land uses are residential (RSF, RLD, RMD) and educational/institutional (El zone).
Proposed Lots 23-31 will be for 4-plexes, while Proposed Lots 32, 33, 37, and 38 will be for 5-
plexes. The RMD zone should be sufficient for both.

The public reserve seen on the SAM and site maps is already existing, and therefore not part of
the subdivision.

INTENT OF SUBDIVISION:

The Applicant proposes to create 41 lots for a mix of residential uses and open a public road for phase 2 of
the Parkhill development. The proposal consists of 11 single-family, 11 duplex, 15 four-plex, and 4 five-plex
lots. The subject land was previously subdivided under file No. 4451-19-8250, and is located West of
Parkland Drive and North of McKenzie Avenue in the City of Steinbach.

Of the six titles provided with the application, four of them (CT 3154173/1, 3154174/1, 3154175/1, and
3154177/1) are for the existing lots created from subdivision 4451-19-8250. The other two titles (CT
3318284/1 and 3318326/1) are for the public reserve and roads.

Please see the attached Subdivision Application Map prepared by a surveyor as well as the proposed
subdivision site map.

DEVELOPMENT PLAN:

The subject property located within a designated Residential Policy Area pursuant to the City of Steinbach
Official Community Plan By-law No. 2244. Relevant policies are contained within Section 5.1 of the OCP
which reads, in part, as follows:

5.1 Residential Area
Objectives: a) To ensure the logical and orderly expansion of new residential areas, providing an
adequate supply of residentially designated land.
c) To ensure affordability and encourage an array of housing types to accommodate
people of varying demographics, socio-economic backgrounds, and life stages.
Policies:
5.1.2.1 A range of housing types and densities are permitted in the Residential Policy Area from single-
detached dwellings to multi-unit dwellings (including apartment buildings).

Page 1 of 5
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5.1.2.2 New residential development shall be contiguous with existing development. The City will not
support proposals for piecemeal, lot-by-lot development or leap-frog development that would
result in the isolation of existing residential uses and inefficient utilization of municipal services.
5.1.2.8 Buildings containing three or more dwelling units in the Residential Policy Area are encouraged to
locate on the periphery of lower-density residential areas and/or along collector or arterial streets.
5.1.2.6 Priority should be given to the development of lands already serviced with trunk services.

4.4 Groundwater, Drainage, Hazard lands, and Environment

Intent:  Protection of groundwater and ensuring sustainable drainage and stormwater management
practices are increasingly important as the City continues to rapidly develop.

4.4.2.2 Any new development must control its post-development run off so that its contribution to the City’s
land drainage system is not greater than its predevelopment condition, as verified by a drainage plan
completed by a professional engineer.

4.4.2.5 Drainage plans for undeveloped areas shall be required prior to development and shall be completed
by a qualified engineer licensed to practice in Manitoba. Where development may increase storm
flows into the provincial highway drainage system, the applicable provincial authority will be
consulted. Permission from Manitoba Transportation and Infrastructure is required to drain any
water into the highway 20 drainage system. The cost of any required drainage improvements shall
be the responsibility of the developer.

e) Conceptual location of any active transportation pathways, with provisions for integration
in a safe and efficient manner with other existing and anticipated pathways in the area;

h) Where applicable, an engineering review of the impact of the proposed development on

existing services (including water supply, wastewater collection, storm water drainage, and
transportation systems), and a general evaluation of the capacity of these services to
accommodate the proposed development.
4.1.2.6 Applicants may be required to undertake and submit special studies or plans as part of the approval
process for certain development proposals, if deemed necessary by the Designated Officer or
Council.

COMMENTING DEPARTMENTS/AGENCIES:
There were no objections or major concerns raised by the various government agencies during the
circulation process. The following comments, however, were provided:

Teranet Manitoba requires a Plan of Subdivision.

Drainage and Water Rights Licensing Branch: Notes that the subdivision proposal is located within a
designated urban area, as defined in Section 5.1 (b) of Water Rights Regulation 126/87. In consideration of
this point, the Drainage and Water Rights Licensing Branch — Drainage Section, does not require a Licence to
Construct Water Control Works for this subdivision development proposal unless a class 3, 4 or 5 wetland is
impacted or altered (filling or draining) by this development. It is recommended that a wetland assessment
be conducted for the entire property to ensure that no regulated wetlands are impacted by this subdivision
development.

Manitoba Sport Culture and Heritage, Historic Resources Branch: Has no concerns with the proposal, but
reminds that developer that Under Section 46 and 51 of the Heritage Resources Act (the Act), if heritage
resources are encountered on these lands during testing and development, there is an obligation to report
any heritage resources and a prohibition on destruction, damage or alteration of said resources. HRB may
require that an acceptable heritage resource management strategy be implemented by the developer to
mitigate the effects of their activity on the heritage resources.

Rogers Communications: Requires easements.
Manitoba Hydro and Centra Gas: Require easements.
Bell MTS: Requires easements.

Canada Post: Will have conditions on the approval of the subdivision, including that the developer agrees to
include on all offers of purchase and sale, a statement which advises the prospective purchaser that mail
delivery will be from a designated Community Mailbox. The developer will also be responsible for notifying
the purchaser of the exact Community Mailbox locations prior to the closing of any home sale. Please see
the attached comments for further details regarding the specifications of the community mailboxes.

Hanover School Division: Requests consideration be made for the noted subdivision regarding student
safety by establishing pedestrian walk areas and appropriate access for bus services if required, pursuant
to section 43(1) of the Public Schools Act. Further, pursuant to The Planning Act, Hanover School Division
requests as a condition of approval, that 10% of the property development in cash be allocated to the
Division as per The Planning Act Subsection 136 (1).

ANALYSIS

This proposal to create 41 residential lots and a public road involves subdividing 6 titles to facilitate the
proposed development. While subdivision 4451-19-8250 resulted in the opening of several public roads, this
proposal seeks to open a new public road in the southeast corner of the development area to connect Pacific
Bay to Parkland Drive. The Applicant provided a conceptual lot plan (attached) that illustrates the proposed
development layout, including roads, buildings, and driveways.

Policy 5.2.1.2 of Steinbach’s Official Community Plan (OCP)permits a range of housing types and densities in
the Residential Area. Policy 5.1.2.8 states that buildings with three or more dwelling units are encouraged
to locate on the periphery of lower-density areas, which the proposed development appears to generally
align with. While the proposed number of multi-unit dwellings is high, it generally matches the type of
development seen in the surrounding, newly developed area. Considering the relatively high number of
proposed dwellings being added, Council may consider requiring that the developer provide additional
information/studies, which could include, but are not limited to, a transportation impact study, landscaping
and drainage plans, and additional building and site design information in accordance with OCP policy
4.1.2.6. Overall, the proposed subdivision generally conforms to the intent and policies of the OCP.

No concerns were raised by commenting agencies during the circulation process. Canada Post noted that
the Developer will need to consult with them regarding the construction and specifications of concrete pads
that will be required for community mailboxes. Additionally, Hanover School Division requested that they be
allocated 10% of the property development value in cash as per subsection 136(1) of The Planning Act, and
that the Developer establish student safety measures including pedestrian walkways and access for school
bus services as per section 43(1) of the Public Schools Act.

RECOMMENDATION

| am writing with regard to By-Law 2268, concerning the proposed rezoning of lots on Rosebrook Trail
and Pacific Bay. | appreciate the opportunity to provide feedback as the neighbourhood continues to
grow.

After reviewing the subdivision layout included in the public notice, | would like to raise an important
question—and potential concern—about pedestrian walkways and sidewalks within the proposed
development.

1. Urgent Importance of Walkways After Parkhill School Opened

With the opening of Parkhill Elementary School on Parkland Drive, pedestrian traffic has
dramatically increased in this area. Each morning and afternoon, many children walk along Rosebrook
Trail, Kootenay Way, and adjacent streets.

Residents, including many parents and Parkhill School teachers, have voiced concerns—publicly and
on social media—about the lack of sidewalks, resulting in children walking directly on the roadway

during peak school hours. This has created an ongoing and significant safety concern.

As this new subdivision will add additional families to the same road network, proper pedestrian
infrastructure is essential.

2. Same Developer as Prior Phases — Opportunity to Correct Earlier Gaps
The applicant for By-Law 2268, Sincerus (Park Hill) GP Ltd., seems to has also developed the
surrounding neighbourhood, including portions of Rosebrook Trail and Kootenay Way. Some earlier

phases did not include sidewalks, contributing to the issues now raised by residents.

This new phase presents a key opportunity to address those gaps and ensure the next portion of the
neighbourhood is built with complete pedestrian connections.
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3. Request for Clarification: Are Walkways Included?

The site plan in the public notice does not clearly indicate whether pedestrian walkways or sidewalks
will be constructed. | respectfully request confirmation about whether the development will include:

e Continuous sidewalks on every street within the proposed development (Rosebrook trail,

Pacific Bay, adjacent portions of McKenzie avenue and Parkland drive)
e Pedestrian connectivity between internal streets and the school-oriented walking routes.

4. Conditional Objection if Walkways Are Not Included

If walkways or sidewalks are not included as part of this development, | must respectfully object to
the approval of By-Law 2268 until the plan is revised. A residential development of this scale, in
proximity to a school, should not proceed without proper pedestrian infrastructure.

Steinbach’s planning documents emphasize safe, accessible, connected neighbourhoods. Providing
walkways on internal streets is consistent with those objectives.
