1. Minutes of the Regular Council Meeting of City of Steinbach Council held on Tuesday,
November 18, 2025, at City of Steinbach Council Chambers.

2. Mayor Earl Funk called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m., with the following members of
Council present: Councillors Jake Hiebert, Susan Penner, Damian Penner, Michael Zwaagstra,
Bill Hiebert & Jac Siemens. Also present: City Manager, Troy Warkentin, Senior Manager,
Corporate Services, Adam Thiessen and City Clerk, Amanda Dubois.

3. Councillor Jake Hiebert opened the meeting.

4. Councillor D. Penner, Councillor B. Hiebert RESOLVED that the agenda be adopted, as
amended:

7. Council meeting recessed and Public Hearing was called to order at 7:40 p.m., by
Mayor Earl Funk. Public Hearing was to consider Rezoning By-Law 2266.

Purpose: To rezone the properties from “RLD”: Residential Low Density to “RMD”
Residential Medium Density to allow for a multi-family development to be constructed.

7.1  Troy Warkentin, City Manager introduced By-Law 2266 and reported that notices
pursuant to The Planning Act had been completed.

7.2 No items of correspondence had been received objecting to the application.

7.3 Terry Thiessen, 72 Norwood Bay Mitchell, of Hillside Custom, on behalf of the applicants,
was present at the hearing and provided that the proposed multi-family development would be a
good fit for the neighbourhood and fit the property the best.

7.4 Mr. Thiessen was prepared to answer questions of council.

8. Council discussion and questions followed.

9. Charleen Solnik of 630 Wilson Street was present at the public hearing to express concerns

regarding lighting, requesting that it be directed downward onto the property rather than across, as
well as concerns about the number of dogs that could reside behind her property.
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10. Mr. Thiessen returned to the podium to confirm that the parking lot lighting would be
installed on the building itself and directed downward toward the parking lot. He noted that he
could not comment on the number of dogs permitted, as that decision does not rest with the builder.

11.  There being no further discussion, Council meeting re-opened at 7:43 p.m.

12. Councillor S. Penner, Councillor B. Hiebert RESOLVED that the City of Steinbach give
second reading to By-Law 2266, subject to the execution of a development agreement.

Purpose: To permit 45 parking stalls whereas 59 parking stalls are required for the
proposed development.

13.1  Troy Warkentin, City Manager introduced Variance V-2025-32 and reported that notices
pursuant to The Planning Act had been completed.

13.2  Terry Thiessen, 72 Norwood Bay Mitchell, of Hillside Custom, on behalf of the applicants,
was present at the hearing and provided the following:

- The developer believes they can enhance the neighbourhood by constructing a new building
on the property.

- Smaller one-bedroom units are the most appropriate approach, and they prefer to keep the
project to a two-storey building. The design was inspired by new studio-style developments in
Winnipeg.

- They are targeting an $800 price point and the specific demographic of single professionals,
describing it as a needed niche in the community. Given the property’s location on Main Street,
they felt a higher-density development would be appropriate.

- Parking presented challenges. They have worked with the City Planner and were left with a
variance request.

- It will be studio units throughout the entire building, with one-bedroom units under 400 square
feet, suitable for a single occupant rather than families or roommates. Each unit would have
one parking stall, allowing for 1.25 stalls per unit overall, which includes 25% visitor parking.

13.3  Mr. Thiessen was prepared to answer questions of council.

13.4  Council discussion and questions followed.

14. Norman Solnik of 630 Wilson Street was present at the public hearing and stated that his
greatest concern was the size and orientation of the building and is quite happy that it will be two
storeys, with a flat roof and the orientation of the parking lot.

15.  There was no one present at the public hearing with questions or concerns.

16.  There being no further discussion, Council meeting re-opened at 8:14 p.m.

17.  Councillor S. Penner, Councillor J. Siemens RESOLVED that the City of Steinbach
approved Variance V-2025-32, subject to Rezoning By-Law 2266 receiving third reading.

Subdivision 4451-2025-9184 — Hidjak Ltd.

The application for subdivision under file Subdivision 4451-2025-9184 seeks to subdivide the existing
parcel of land having a civic address of 71 Industrial Road into a 12-unit industrial condominium. The
subject property is designated Industrial Policy Area under the City’s Official Community Plan. The subject
property is zoned M2 — Heavy Industrial pursuant to Steinbach Zoning Bylaw 2100.

The industrial condominium development would be subject to the City’s major occupancy requirements.

The Industrial Heavy (M2) district is intended to provide for intensive industrial development, including
heavy manufacturing, storage, major freight terminals, waste and salvage, resource extraction, processing,
transportation, major utilities, and other related uses. This district would be required for those uses that
require very large buildings, frequent heavy truck traffic for supplies or shipments, or that may require
substantial mitigation to avoid sound, noise and odour impacts to neighbouring properties.

Site width-100 feet

Front yard-20 feet

Rear yard-10 feet

Side yard (regular)-0 feet

Comments/Recommendation

The applicant proposes to subdivide 12 commercial/industrial condominium units along with a common
element from the existing 1.64-acre title. As per Zoning By-Law 2100 bareland condominium development,
the entire bare land development and not the individual condominium units shall be deemed the site for
the purpose of interpreting dimensional standards. Each individual unit will be required to ensure that all
parking requirements are met at time of permit.

A building location certificate will be required to ensure that the existing building meets all required
setbacks.

It is recommended that the subdivision be approved subject to the owner entering into a development
agreement.

INTENT OF SUBDIVISION:

The applicant, Helmut Buchholz, on behalf of the registered owner, Hidjak Ltd., proposes to subdivide 12
commercial/industrial condominium units, along with a common element, from the existing 1.64-acre title
(CT# 3339021/1) located within a designated Heavy Industrial Policy Area. The subject land is legally
described as Lot 2 Plan 70313 WLTO in NW % of 3-7-6 EPM and is situated at 71 Industrial Road on the
northwest side of the City of Steinbach.

5.4 INDUSTRIAL POLICY AREAS
5.4.2 POLICIES
1. New industry, or significant expansion of existing industries, shall be evaluated prior to development approval to
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ensure that there is adequate capacity within the City’s water and wastewater systems. The development proponent
shall be responsible for provision of any additional capacity that is required, subject to approval by the City.

2. Development of industrial lands shall be contiguous with existing development and allow for the efficient and
economical extension of municipal water and wastewater services. Industrial uses requiring large areas, including
those which cater to the agricultural community.

5. Heavy industrial uses which may result in nuisances (e.g. odour, noise, dust) shall be adequately separated from
residential areas to minimize any potential detrimental or nuisance factors.

6. Developments with heavy industrial uses shall be located near Roads and Transportation Association of Canada
(RTAC) roads (i.e. PTH 12 and PTH 52). Industrial uses shall be buffered from residential, recreational, and natural
areas through fencing, landscape buffering, or other suitable materials.

ANALYSIS:

The proposed subdivision generally complies with the policies and intent of the City of Steinbach Official
Community Plan (OCP). The application proposes the creation of 11 new lots (12 lots total) for
commercial/industrial use. The subject land is located within an Industrial Policy Area designation, which is
suitable for a variety of industrial uses, including light, general and heavy industrial activities.

In accordance with policy 5.4.2.2, municipal water and sewer is proposed for servicing the lots. While specific
uses for the proposed lots have not yet been established, they are intended to be for commercial/industrial
development. Depending on the nature of the proposed uses, a conditional use order may be required in
the “M2” Industrial Heavy zone. Nonetheless, the lots are suitable for a wide variety of commercial/industrial
activities.

Although Manitoba Environment and Climate, Drainage and Water Rights Licensing Branch does not require
require a Licence to Construct Water Control Works for this subdivision development proposal, they
recommend that a wetland assessment be conducted for the entire property to ensure that no regulated
wetlands are impacted by this subdivision development.

Steinbach Sports Heritage Committee
Constitution

Mission

The mission of the Steinbach Sports Heritage Committee is to provide for the acquisition
of Steinbach sports history memorabilia and for its publicly accessible display within the
Southeast Event Centre.

Mandate
The Steinbach Sports Heritage Committee is mandated to do the following:

1) Develop criteria for items to be acquired and to be included in the designated sports
history and memorabilia display area(s) within the Southeast Event Centre.

2) Develop criteria as to the items to be displayed, how and where the items are to be
displayed, and the length of display time.

3) Determine the location of the various types of display areas within the Southeast Event
Centre in consultation with the City of Steinbach and the Southeast Event Centre
operator.

4) Seek out, collect, and securely maintain items of interest and significance related to
Steinbach sports history, for the purpose of displaying them within the Southeast Event
Centre.

5) Create and/or collect written content for the purposes of relating stories of Steinbach
sports history to the public.

6) Establish a working budget, obtain funding from a variety of sources to support the
working budget, and oversee the purchase or maintenance of display materials within the
available budget to support the committee’s mandate.

7) Plan and prepare for a Steinbach sports history display to be completed and accessible
to the public in time for the opening day of the Southeast Event Centre, as is reasonably
practicable, and as funding permits.

Sunset

This committee shall terminate effective December 31, 2027, or be extended for an

additional two (2) year term(s), as may be determined by Steinbach City Council, in order
for the committee to fulfill its intended mandate.
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Committee Members

Committee members shall be appointed by Steinbach City Council with such
appointments to be for a two (2) year term.

There shall be a maximum of six (6) members on the Steinbach Sports Heritage
Committee with representations to be from the following organizations or areas:

City of Steinbach - 1
Southeast Event Centre operator - 1
Members at large — 4

Committee Executive

The committee is responsible for selecting its own executive at its inaugural meeting. The
members of the executive are chair, vice-chair, and secretary/treasurer. The City of
Steinbach representative shall preside over the election of the executive.

The chair is responsible for presiding over committee meetings and acting as the official
spokesperson for the Steinbach Sports Heritage Committee with the media and outside
agencies.

The vice-chair assumes all responsibilities of the chair in the absence of the chair.

The secretary/treasurer is responsible for taking meeting minutes and managing the
finances of Steinbach Sports Heritage Committee.

Meetings

Meetings are held at the call of the chair and shall occur not less than six (6) times in
each calendar year.

A majority of the members of the committee constitutes a quorum. Members
participating in a meeting via teleconference are deemed to be present.

Committee members serve on a volunteer basis. Members are eligible to be reimbursed
for expenses directly related to committee business, subject to approval by the committee.

Funding

The City of Steinbach will provide grant funding of $15,000.00 to the Steinbach Sports
Heritage Committee for the current term for the purpose of paying for expenses related to
the development or display of historical content and memorabilia.

interest rate per annum in effect from time to time minus 0.25% per annum, as well
after as before maturity default and judgement, with interest on overdue interest at the
same rate as the principal.

THAT the amount so borrowed with interest aforesaid be evidenced by either
of the following means:

@) by one or more promissory notes under the seal of the corporation and
signed by the Mayor and one of the following the City Manager or the Senior Manager,
Finance thereof and given to the Bank; or

(b) by overdraft on the account of the corporation with the Bank by cheques
signed by the Mayor and one of the following the City Manager or the Senior Manager,
Finance thereof.

THAT the Corporation hereby mortgages, assigns, transfers, pledges and
hypothecates to the said Bank the taxes of the Corporation for the present year for
municipal, school or the purposes of the Minister of Intergovernmental Affairs as
additional security for the repayment of the amount so borrowed for any of such
respective purposes.

THAT the Corporation shall deposit said taxes with the Bank as collected in a
special account as collateral security for payment of the amount so borrowed and
interest, but the Bank shall not be restricted to the said taxes for payment of the sum
borrowed hereunder, nor shall it be bound to wait for repayment of said sum until said
taxes are collected, or be required to see that they are deposited or applied as aforesaid.

THAT the amount so borrowed and interest shall be payable within the current
fiscal year.

THAT the Mayor and one of the following the City Manager or the Senior
Manager, Finance are hereby authorized to give to the said Bank in the name, on behalf
of and under the seal of the Corporation as security for the moneys so borrowed, and
interest thereon, a covenant or agreement containing a clause that all taxes levied or to
be levied by the Corporation for the present year be and they are thereby pledged,
hypothecated, mortgaged, transferred and assigned to the Bank as security for said loan
and interest thereon and are charged as a first charge with repayment of such loan and
interest, or a clause to like effect; and that said taxes shall be deposited forthwith on
being collected in the Bank to the credit of the Corporation in a special account as
collateral security for said advance.
