City Manager Report 

CU-2026-01  - 119 & 123 Industrial Road

The application for Conditional Use under file CU-2026-01 seeks Council approval to permit a social 
services facility on the subject property whereas Zoning By-law 2245 requires a conditional use approval 
for a social services facility in the M1 – Light Industrial Zone.

The applicant currently operates at three locations, being on Main Street and PTH 12N in Steinbach. The 
applicant is proposing to relocate its operations and offices to the subject properties and construct a new 
building to be developed in two phases.  It does not appear that there would be any negative impacts 
resulting from the approval of this application.

Previous Zoning By-law 2100, repealed effective January 20, 2026, permitted social services facilities in 
the M1 – Light Industrial Zone.

It is recommended that Council approve the application under file CU-2026-01 subject to evidence 
presented at the public hearing.

Location
119 & 123 Industrial Road

Current Designation and Zoning
The lots are currently designated Industrial Policy Area in the Official Community Plan.
The lots are currently zoned is ‘M1’ Light Industrial Zone

Current Zoning Requirements
‘M1’ Light Industrial
The Light Industrial (M1) district is intended to provide for light manufacturing, processing, service, storage, 
wholesale, and distribution operations with all operations contained within an enclosed building with some 
limited outside storage.

Site area-7 500 sq feet
Site width-75 feet
Front yard-20 feet
Rear yard-10 feet
Side yard (regular)-0 feet
Side yard (corner)-15 feet

Comments/Recommendation
The applicant proposes to establish a social services facility on the subject properties. Under Zoning By-Law No. 2245, a social 
services facility requires approval by way of a Conditional Use.

Under the former Zoning By-Law No. 2100, a social services facility was a permitted use. One of the changes implemented 
through the adoption of Zoning By-Law No. 2245 was to reclassify social services facilities as a Conditional Use. The intent of 
this change was to ensure that non-industrial uses proposed within the industrial park are appropriate, compatible with 
surrounding uses, and do not negatively impact existing industrial operations.

The proposed use is for Trailblazers Life Choices, which currently operates from a location on Main Street. The applicant is 
proposing to relocate its operations and offices to the subject properties and construct a new building to be developed in two 
phases.

The proposed development will include program space for Trailblazers Life Choices, along with office space for staff.

Based on the information provided to date, the proposed site plan appears to comply with the applicable zoning by-law 
requirements, and it is not anticipated that approval of this application will result in any adverse impacts on surrounding 
properties.

It is recommended that council approve Conditional Use CU-2026-01 subject to any new evidence being presented at the 
public hearing.

The applicant is proposing to use the site for social services and offices within an existing industrial zone. The 
applicant is applying for conditional use for both lots and is planning to construct the building in two phases. No 
information was provided on the use of the future phase of the building.   

Property Access

The Developer would be responsible for constructing a new concrete approach from Industrial Road with a 
minimum width of 12.2m at the property line. The Developer will be responsible for costs associated with 
constructing the new approach.

Water Servicing

Both lots are already serviced with a 2” water service, which meets the minimum requirements for this zoning 
category. Any unused services would have to be abandoned. The Developer will be responsible for all costs 
associated with alterations to the existing water services.

Sewer Servicing

Both lots are already serviced with a 6” sewer service, which meets the minimum requirements. Any unused 
sewer services would have to be abandoned. The Developer will be responsible for all costs associated with 
alterations to the existing sewer services.

Land Drainage

The developer will be responsible to ensure that drainage, in the immediate area of this lot, functions properly. A 
professionally prepared “Lot Grading & Site Servicing Plan” must be approved by the City prior to issuance of 
building permits.

Garbage Pickup

This lot would receive regular commercial garbage collection.
